It is 

of great importance that each exhibitor have this text in 

order to enter a WNF&GA Merit Show.  

 

WǳŘƎƛƴƎ 
1.     Judging will take place Friday, August 12 at 3 PM.   

2. Entries will be received from NOON to 2 PM on 

August 12.  Any entry received after 2 PM may be 

placed on exhibit, but will not be judged.    Entries 

must be removed by 3 PM, but not before 2 PM on 

Saturday, August 13. 

3. The Passing Committee has the right to reject any 

design or specimen not complying with rules from 

being shown and/or judged at the show. 

4. Judging is done by qualified judges as outlined in 

the WNF&GA Manual and the decisions of the 

judging teams are FINAL.  Awards:  blue (92-100), 

red (85-91), yellow (78-84), and honorable mention 

(70-77) will be made on the merit system.  This is a 

method of judging against perfection, not against 

each other. 

 

5ŜǎƛƎƴ wǳƭŜǎ 
1.  You MUST pre-register for each DESIGN CLASS 

you wish to enter by contacting  Janine Thomas (632-

5181) by August 1.  If for any reason you cannot 

provide a design for which you are registered, notify 

Janine immediatelyé.you are responsible to find a 

person to replace your entry. 

2.  In Design there are only four entries staged in any 

one class.  An exhibitor may enter only one exhibit per class 

but may enter multiple classes. 

3.  Type or print on a white 2 1/2ò x 3” card, correct name of 

plant materials used.  You may include a brief “intent of 

design,” if desired.  Judges are instructed to read these. 

4.  Completed design entry cards are in design class space.  

Place your entry in that space.  Turn bottom of card under 

before leaving.  Be sure your entry is sufficiently watered.  

Mark containers and other items with your name.  

Committee members are not responsible for loss or damage. 

5.  Flowers used in design need not be grown by exhibitor, 

but must be arranged by exhibitor. 

6.  Sprayed or dyed fresh plant materials are prohibited.  No 

artificial blooms or foliage are allowed.  Spraying and/or 

dyeing or preserved plant materials is allowed in classes 

where Choice of Plant Materials or All Preserved is 

indicated. 

7.  Contrived or hand-crafted blooms or recognizable plant 

materials are allowed and may be of long-lasting fresh or 

any preserved plant materials. 

8.   No material on the New York protected list (even if 

grown in your own garden) may be used in any division 

except that of Conservation and Education.  Ferns allowed 

are limited to asparagus, leatherleaf and bracken. 

9.  No flags may be used either in a design or in a table 

setting.  Madonnas or the Holy Family are not used in a 

decorative unit for table settings or placed in water in 

designs. 

10.  As a matter of security, flatware is not used in table 

settings at a public show.  Inexpensive chopsticks may be 

used in oriental settings.  Permission is given to use inedible, 

very dry or “fake”  bread or rolls to carry out a theme for an 

ethnic interpretation or specific event. 

11.  No CUT fresh fruits or vegetables are allowed. 

12.  Bases and/or mats and accessories may be used where 

so stated in the schedule.  Accessories and features are 

entirely different.  See page 84 of Manual for Feature.  

Accessories are used to establish a mood or feeling, to 

interpret a theme or to add balance and/or rhythm.

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DESIGN - DIVISION 1    
 

Designers are asked to chose a particular saying a mother would say that would fall under the class title to interpret their entry.           
This saying should be written on the card of intent. 

 

(4) Class 1   ñShe taught me the CIRCLE OF LIFEò -  LARGE ABSTRACT ASSEMBLAGE DESIGN ĉ  

¶ Conformance:    Choice of material and other components - must be weatherproof.   Bases and accessories 

permitted.  Minimum height 4’, maximum width 4’, maximum depth 4’.  Leaning of components against building 

permitted.  

¶ Staging:  To be displayed in front of porch and porch steps of Masonic Hall.  Three designs in front of steps facing 

hall on the left and one design in front on the raised porch.  Designers choose location you want your design to be 

and let chairman know.   Committee will mark the space allowed. 

 

 

(4) Class 2   ñShe taught me WISDOMò  - LINE DESIGN ĉ              

¶ Conformance:  Line design with choice of materials.  Keep verticality in mind and limit depth to appropriate size.    

Accessories permitted.  Designer may let design/plant materials/accessories go 10”outside of top & bottom box and 

3” outside on sides of box.  Exhibitor may paint box, and MUST cover inside back of box.  Accessories allowed. 

¶ Staging:  Each design will use a shadow box (10”w x 4.33”d x 24” h) supplied by the committee.   

 

 

(4)  Class 3    ñShe taught me GENETICSò - SMALL DESIGNĉ             

¶ Conformance:  Choice of plant material.  Total height must be 12” exactly.  Accessories and mat are allowed.   

¶ Staging:  Design to be displayed on inverted milk carton provided by committee and covered by black cloth. 

 

 

(4) Class 4    ñShe taught me LOGICò - CHOICE OF DESIGN ĉ              

¶ Conformance:  Choice of design and material.  Accessories and mat may be used. Design must fit in a space of 30” 

wide by 24” depth.  Maximum height 3’. 

¶ Staging:  Displayed on table with dark green covering.   

 

 

(4) Class 5   ñShe taught me HUMORò -  DESIGN ON PODIUMĉ         

¶ Conformance:  Choice of design with choice of plant material.  Designers may use own covering.  Design may go 

below the podium top.  Accessories and mat allowed. 

¶ Staging: Committee to provide podiums for designs (10” diameter surface, heights vary….choose 27”, 30”, 33”, 

36”) .  Height of design should be appropriate to height of podium. 

 

 

(4) Class 6 ñShe taught me TO APPRECIATE A JOB WELL DONEò - TABLE FOR TWOĉ                                                        

¶ Table for two, functional setting, informal.  Choice of design and plant material.  Paper and plastic dishes and acces-

sories allowed.   Design component should be dramatic!  Exhibitor must use own table cover.   

¶ Staging:  Displayed on 30” x 30” card table, provided by exhibitor.   Table may be seen on all sides.

Each entry must be named correctly...the botanical 

name in addition to the common name is good 

show practice.   
 

1.  Read General Rules and Judging sections on page 2 and these very 

carefully.  Refer to Manual for complete rules and guidelines. 

 

2.  Refer to Manual on how to condition and how to prepare horticulture 

for judging. 

 

3.  No specimens on the New York protected list allowed. 

 

4.  Specimens must be grown by the exhibitor.  All house plants must 

have been in possession of exhibitor at least three months. 

 

5. All specimens must be clean, free of insects and insect damage, all 

spray and powder residue removed and no artificial polish used.  Dust 

foliage, remove water spots, wilted leaves, faded or wilted blossoms.   

 

6.  Select bloom specimens with an eye for straight stem, except those 

varieties which have a natural growth pattern of curved stems. 

 

7.  All horticulture blooms must have their own foliage in prime 

condition and attached.  If grown as a “scape” (without attached foliage 

as are some lilies, etc.), do not display the unattached foliage.   

 

8.  Display only the number of specimens requested in each class.  When 

more than one specimen is required, the multiple specimens should be 

alike in size, color and shape.  Horticulture committee has the right to 

reject inferior entries. 

 

9.  Blooms will be shown in a furnished glass bottle.  Exhibitor will be 

allowed to use wedging to keep specimens straight up in bottles, such as 

a Styrofoam peanut, a bit of plastic, etc.  Be sure your specimens are far 

enough in bottle and enough water to keep fresh.  No leaves in water. 

 

10.  House plant pots must be clean and soil lightly worked up with no 

crusts.  Do not cover pots with paper or foil.  If double potted, judges 

may ask clerk to lift inner pot to prove good showing practices.  Mark 

containers with your name.  Committee members protect your things, if 

possible, but cannot be responsible for loss or damage.  Committee to 

supply paper plates for under hose plants and vegetables. 

 

11.  Exhibitor may enter as many classes as desired and may enter more 

than one of a variety if they differ in color.   
 

12.  The showing of new varieties or unusual specimens is encouraged.  

Display with entry card some evidence of this - seed packet or catalog 

illustration for the education of other growers. 

 

13. For exhibitors entering many specimens, it is appreciated if they 

secure cards prior to the show and fill them out at home.
